CERDAS PROGRAM GUIDELINES

Children Education Scholarship Program

1.1  Criteria for the scholarship program selection:

1.1.1 From a needy family

1.1.2 Want to go to school

1.1.3 May drop out from school if not helped.

1.1.4 Not currently receiving similar fund from other sources.

1.2  Procedures and requirements:

1.2.1 Request can be submitted by an individual or by an organization on behalf of the children. Individual and organization applicants will become a “Field Program Coordinator” who will manage the scholarship fund and become the liaison between CERDAS Foundation and the children receiving the fund. An individual applicant can apply for 5 children to a maximum of 10 children.  For an organization applicant, it has to be a non-profit organization with a similar mission as CERDAS Foundation and should include its profile in the request proposal. Organization can apply up to 15 students, but it requires two Field Program Coordinators.
1.2.2 Submit a proposal (the proposal template is available from CERDAS Foundation)

1.2.3 Complete and send information about prospective children using Form A and Form B (template is available from CERDAS) to CERDAS Program Coordinator.

1.2.4 Program Coordinator will review all applications for their accuracy and completeness.  All accurate applications will be submitted to Program Committee for Approval. Members of the Program Committee are President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, Program Coordinator and Board of Directors.

1.2.5 Upon Approval from the Committee, Program Coordinator will inform applicant about the decision.  Program Coordinator will request for fund transfer to Treasurer and the approved fund will be sent to the applicant/Fund Coordinator.

1.2.6 Approved Student must complete Form C (Implementation and Evaluation) upon receiving the fund.  Periodic report update using the same form (e.g. every semester) is required during the funding period.

1.2.7 Program Coordinator will monitor the student periodic academic progress through completion of Form C.

1.2.8 All forms can be submitted by email or mail

1.2.9 Funding can only be used solely for the intended purpose, NOT for other interest (e.g. political interest or mission of a particular group).

1.2.10 Funding will be given annually and can be extended based on funding availability, continued need for the scholarship and satisfactory accomplishment of the student.   Fund distribution is reported using Form D.
1.2.11 All requests will be evaluated by CERDAS Foundation.  CERDAS Foundation reserves the right to approve or reject any request.
